	1. Advanced Latin Grammar: Costas Panayotakis
	The focus of this group will be on covering the most difficult grammatical phenomena, e.g. gerunds and gerundives, conditionals. The group will aim to provide support and pool ideas on teaching the higher level of the grammar and syntax spectrum

	2. Speaking Latin in the classroom: Bob Patrick and Keith Rogers
	Find out more on TPRS (Teaching Proficiency through <<Reading>> and Storytelling) a method which emphasises the importance of comprehensible input, writing in Latin, easier reading passages and storytelling.  There will be a discussion of ideas and further analysis on how to use the CLC to promote the direct method in teaching Latin.

	1. Teaching Latin to 6th Formers: Costas Panayotakis.
	Using the Satyricon there will be discussion of how we can use Petronius to bridge the gap between GCSE and A Level/IB. Please bring if you can A.G. Balme's the Millionaire's Dinner Party. 

	2. Latin for the New Millennium: Andrew Reinhard and Evan Milner.
	Find out more about this new complete introductory course to the Latin language, suitable for both school and college students. It consists of two volumes, each accompanied by a teacher's manual and students' workbooks. The strategy employed for teaching and learning incorporates the best of both the reading approach and the more abstract grammatical method. 

	3. IB set texts: Horace Book III: David West
	There will be a broad coverage of the IB set text Horace prescription but the group may also go further and read more Horace.

	4. Teaching the background in the CLC: Steven Hunt
	The focus will be on looking at ways in which the "background" material is integrated into the Latin reading material. The first discussion group will look at CLC Book 1, stages 6,8,9,10 and 11, with a focus on "The Citizen in Ancient Pompeii"; the second will look at Book 2, stages 13-16, with a focus on "Romans and Britons"; and the third will look at Book 4, stages 29-30, with a focus on "Roman Power and Corruption". These sessions are designed to bring together practising teachers to share their experiences and learn from each other. Participants are encouraged to bring along resources which they use for these stages which relate to the themes described above. 

	5. The Classical tradition in English poetry: Linda Soames.
	A close look at poets like Carol Ann Duffy and how the classical tradition influenced them.

	6. A Level Latin set texts: Helen Morrison
	We shall cover the current Ovid and Cicero text (last examination Summer 2011).

The hope is to also cover the next prescription Ovid and Cicero texts. If you can bring a text/Bird addition etc. that would be helpful. If you have materials you are willing to share, that would also be welcome.
