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Support – activity ideas:
General
· Booklets help – ensure sheets are differentiated (key vocab glossary, drawing rather than written answers, writing frames) – gives visual focus and can incorporate extension
· Break activities into chunks
· Groups or paired work
· Specific jobs (allocate within a group e.g. reporter, researcher, reader, artist)
Specific
· Drama used extensively
· Envoys – person has to explain facts to another group.
· Bullet points summaries – then ensure all class agree and test them
· Cloze exercises (get most able students to make them)
· Website Tarsia (=question dominos e.g. key terms, vocabulary etc.)
· Carousel note-taking – keep one colour pen (accountability)
· Games (e.g. Who am I? Odd One Out, Only Connect [only connect template on TES resources], Top Trumps [students can make them])
· Glossaries for set texts [again can get most able to make them] 
· Template for Facebook pages
· Storyboards for set texts [can use in IT – get Comic Life]
· Use highlighter for PowerPoint often!
· Work logs – strengths and targets given for work regularly, for them to work on individually
Talking:
Need to engage with issues and talk – especially if they link to contemporary ideas
· Socratic discussions
· Post-it questioning (get students to write question they still have about the topic – can write what they have learnt on the other side)
· Creating Podcasts – answering exam questions orally
· Exam group presentations
Stretch and Challenge:
In class
· Oracles – support for group tasks
· Examiners – assessing peers’ work and offering guidance
· Writing exam papers + model answers
Outside class
· Open ended tasks
· Extra reading
· Iris and Omnibus
Ideas for clubs:
· Classics booklets for tutor time
· Starting Classical Greek in Y7
· Classics club run by sixth-formers
